IMPORTANT DATES 

MARCH 12 - 20: Households will begin receiv-
ing official Census Bureau mail with detailed       
information on how to respond to the 2020 Census 
online, by phone, or by mail.   

MARCH 30 - APRIL 1: The Census  
Bureau will count people who are   experiencing 
 homelessness over these three  days. As part of this  
process, the Census  Bureau counts people in  
shelters, at soup kitchens and mobile food vans, on  
the streets, and at non-sheltered, outdoor locations  
such as tent encampments. 
 
APRIL 1 : Census Day is observed nationwide. By 
this date, every home will receive an invitation to 
participate in the 2020 Census. Once the invitation 
arrives, you should respond for your home in one of 
three ways: online, by phone, or by mail. When you 
respond to the census, you'll tell the Census Bureau 
where you live as of April 1, 2020. 

WHY IT'S REQUIRED 

Getting a complete and accurate census count is    
critically important. That's why your response is    
required by law. If you do not respond, the U.S.   
Census Bureau will follow up in person to                
collect your response. 

Why is the census so important? The results are used 
to determine how much funding local communities 
receive for key public services and how many seats 
each state gets in Congress. State and local officials 
also use census counts to draw boundaries for       
congressional, state legislative, and school districts. 

And while you are required by law to participate, the 
Census Bureau is also required by law to protect your 
answers. Your responses are used only to produce 
statistics. The Census Bureau does not disclose any 
personal information. 

WHY WE CONDUCT THIS COUNT 

The census provides critical data that lawmakers, 
business owners, teachers, and many others use to 
provide daily services, products, and support for you 
and your community. Every year, billions of dollars 
in federal funding go to hospitals, fire departments, 
schools, roads, and other resources based on census 
data. 

The results of the census also determine the number 
of seats each state will have in the U.S. House of 
Representatives, and they are used to draw          
congressional and state legislative districts. 

It's also in the Constitution: Article 1, Section 2, 
mandates that the country conduct a count of its 
population once every 10 years. The 2020 Census 
will mark the 24th time that the country has count-
ed its population since 1790. 

HOW TO VERIFY A MAILING IS 
FROM THE CENSUS BUREAU 

If you receive a survey or a letter in the mail from the 
Census Bureau, the envelope contains information that 
will help you verify its legitimacy. 
 
 For example: 
-ñU.S. Census Bureauò in the return address or ñU.S. 
Department of Commerceò which is the Census  
Bureauôs parent agency. 
 
-Jeffersonville, IN in the return address. The Census 
Bureau has a mail processing center located there.

NOTES FROM  THE VILLAGE HALL 
 

Cat & Dog Licenses are due on or before April 1st.  Unspayed 
females and unneutered males are $10.00 each.  Spayed females 
and neutered males are $5.00 each.  You must show proof of a 
valid rabies shot.  Failure to obtain a license by April 1st, will 
result in a late fee of $20.00 per pet.   
 
Solid Waste & Recycling Carts need to be out on the curb by 
5:00 am for service.  DO NOT place carts within 4ô of any objects 
such as utility poles, mailboxes, or vehicles.  Carts need to be on 
separate sides of your driveway or at least 4ô apart.  Carts placed 
on the street or on snow banks will not be serviced.   
 
Water Softeners:  Any water softener installed must be rated to 
have a salt efficiency of at least 4000 grains of hardness removed 
per pound of salt used, must be approved and inspected by a rep-
resentative of the Village of Reedsville and must regenerate on 
demand only.

ELDERBERRY D3FENSE-Elderberry D3fense provides important 
nutrients for optimal immune system function, particularly during the 
change of seasons--a time when both the immune and respiratory sys-
tems are often challenged.

For example, a random-
ized, double-blind placebo-controlled study of patients with influenza A 
and B infections found that elderberry relieved flu-like symptoms an 
average of 4 days earlier compared to placebo.  In addition, a recent 
study found that elderberry inhibited human influenza a (H1NI) infection 
in vitro--the inhibitory action was likened to the anti-influenza activities 
of the antiviral drugs Tamiflu and amantadine. ECHINACEA is notably 
the most recognized herbal supplement for preventing and treating colds 
and flu.  Echinacea demonstrates antibacterial, antiviral and immuno-
modulating properties.  For example, a meta-analysis of 14 studies found 
that echinacea reduced in incidence of the common cold by 58%. 
WILLOW BARK.  Derivitves of willow bark have been used since an-
cient times to treat a variety of aches, pains and fevers.  Clinical trials 
have confirmed the effectiveness of willow bark for short-term relief of 
pain due to the active ingredients, namely salicin and salicylate-like 
compounds which is considered chemically similar to aspirin.   

ROYAL JELLY is a nutrient-rich substance that is secreted from the 
glands of worker bees and fed to the queen bee. Clinical trials 
have shown that royal jelly's antimicrobial activity is approxi-
mately 75% as effective as penicillin, an antibiotic drug used for 
upper respiratory tract infections. OLIVE LEAF contains active 
ingredients that have been shown to be powerful in vitro inhibi-
tors of numerous viruses, including cold and influenza viruses.
